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Next Steps for Coaches 

 

1. Review the information in the coach’s packet provided at the coaches meeting.  Ask 

any questions of the commissioners, directors, or officers at the coaches meeting. 

2. Receive your team roster, practice night, and practice field assignment from your age-

group commissioner at the coaches meeting. 

3. Decide what time you want to start practice.  Most coaches start at 5:30 or 5:45 or 

6:00.  Please plan to end your practice by 7:30. 

4. Call all players on your team roster as soon as possible!  Call them the day you 

receive the roster if possible.  Leave messages with your name and phone number.  

Sending emails is suggested.  Try to confirm that your players received your message. 

5. Report any problems contacting a player to your commissioner.  The commissioner 

may be able to provide alternative contact information. 

6. If a player has a problem with the assigned practice night, contact your commissioner.  

The commissioner may be able to move the player to a different team and find a 

replacement for your team – although this may not be possible. 

7. If a player does not plan to play, have them contact the NYSL Registrar to request to 

withdraw.  They can contact the NYSL Registrar via email (registrar@nysl.com).  

There may be other players on the waiting list that can fill this slot. 

8. All NYSL coaches must register via GotSoccer.  The link to the registration web 

site is: 

http://www.gotsport.com/asp/application/reg/?ProgramID=3095&Type=COACH 

Please go to this web site and register to coach.  This will automatically do a 

background check on you and qualify you to work with the kids at NYSL.  This is a 

state requirement.  There are no exceptions.  Please contact your Commissioner if you 

have any problems. 

9. Practices start the week of August 23rd.  Consider having a team meeting with your 

parents at the start of the first practice.  If a player does not show up for any practices 

and you have not heard from the player, report to your commissioner. 

10. Game schedules for U5 – U10 should be posted at the concession stand by August 

30th.  The schedules will also be posted on www.nysl.com within a few days after the 

30th.  The first game day is Saturday, September 11th.  There are two weekends with 

two games for most teams (September 25
th

 and October 9th).

In U5 and U6 divisions, players on the bench must enter the game at a stoppage of play. U7 and above, substitutions must stand at the half line and wait for referee to admit 

the players into the game. Substitutions: Kickoffs, goal kicks and throw-ins.  All players play equal amount of time during the game.  In the event of an ejection, that 

player may not re-enter the game, but the position can be replaced so that an equal number of players are still on the field U5 to U10.  U12 and above will not replace lost 

position. An ejected player will be allowed to play in the team's next NYSL game as long as the player is properly counseled by coach and the age group commissioner notified.

Law IV - Safety

A player must not use equipment or wear anything which is dangerous to himself or another player (including any kind of jewelry)

All players must wear shin guards at practices and games.

In U5 & U6 divisions, the coaches will be used to run games and keep time on the field. For U7 divisions, coaches will run the game if referees are not available. 

For U8 and above, the coach should not enter the field of play without the permission of the refereee. Coaches should  "maintain order" from the sidelines.

LAW X - Scoring

Maximum goals = the difference between total goals scored.  Example 4 to 1 or 7 to 4 score = 3 point difference

For age groups through U10, players performing an illegal throw-in will be allowed additional chances to throw in correctly.

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NYSL Participation in North Central Regional Soccer League (NCRSL) 

 
 As the number of players per team increases in the U11/U12 and older age groups, NYSL 

typically does not have enough teams to support a reasonable game schedule within our club.  In 

some seasons, we have had only one or two teams in these older age groups.  There are other 

nearby clubs who face the same issue, so the North Central Regional Soccer League (NCRSL) 

was formed to support scheduling of games between teams from different clubs.  As part of 

NCRSL, teams from NYSL in the U11/U12, U13/U14, and U15-U19 age groups may play 

several games against teams from other clubs – and some of these will be “away” games at the 

other club’s fields. 

 

All of the NCRSL clubs are within a 1-hour drive from Lawrence Park.  The clubs that have 

participated in NCRSL in recent seasons include:  Northside (Sahm Park), Beech Grove, 

Noblesville, Pendleton, and Sheridan. 

 

NCRSL has adopted rules that are compatible with NYSL rules – teams are still coached by 

parents, all players are expected to play nearly equal amounts of time, and no official scores or 

standings are kept during the season.  The focus remains on providing a fun and safe 

environment for the kids to play recreational soccer. 

 

Because other clubs are involved, the game schedules for the U11/U12 and older age groups 

typically take extra time to develop.  Efforts are made to get the games for at least the first week 

or two scheduled in a timely manner, but often the complete schedule isn’t available until around 

the time of the first game. 

 

NCRSL age groups typically (but not always) will have a tournament during the last weekend of 

each season.  The tournament games differ from the regular season games because scores are 

tracked to determine 1
st
 and 2

nd
 place. 

 

Note:  The NYSL U15-U19 age group has recently played only in-house games using a 7v7 

format on a “half field.”  This has allowed us to support continued participation in recreational 

soccer for players in high school.  We have occasionally had teams from other NCRSL clubs 

participate in this division – and there are opportunities for teams to play in an 11v11 format on a 

full field against other NCRSL clubs (although no NYSL teams have done so recently).  As your 

children get into high school, check into opportunities for them to continue playing recreational 

soccer at NYSL!

TEACHING TIPS 

1. Be patient. Remember the players are just children wanting to kick the ball. 

2. The only thing that matters is participating in competition, in a 
positive environment. 

3. In many cases, this is the players’ first experience in organized sports. 
Keep this in perspective. We are here because of them, for them. 

4. Work on ONE technique per practice. Focus on the fundamentals...dribbling,  
passing, striking a ball, receiving, running with the ball. 

5. Keep your activities moving! Try to minimize putting kids in lines and waiting 
for their turn. Keep everybody involved. 

6. Treat each player as an individual. Do not compare players to each other nor 
hold contests where someone may feel inferior. Within the proper 
environment you can make your weakest players feel they are important, 
because they are. 

7. Allow and encourage the players to make mistakes. This is where the actual 
learning and development exists. We need to keep challenging ourselves and 
get out of our comfort zones. 

9. Always be positive with the children. They are not out there to fail or 
embarrass anyone. 

10. This has to be FUN! The practices have to be fun for you as well as the kids.

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Protecting Your Kids 

Risk Management & Team Administration 

 
Your team includes more than just the players. The real “Team” includes the players, coaches and 

families. Your role as a coach is to organize and involve the parents as much as possible in team 

activities. This will benefit not only the players and the team but also will help make coaching much 

easier. 

Questions: 

 Would you let one of your players go to the restroom unescorted? 

 What would you do to supervise the other players on your team when a player is injured and needs 

medical attention? 

 Should you leave a player waiting at the field for a ride home? 

 Should you wait by yourself with a player who is waiting on a ride? 

These questions show the need to have parental involvement in the running of your team.  

A parent should always be present at practice to assist with tasks that require supervision. 

Children should not go to the restroom unescorted. Someone needs to care for the rest of the 

team when medical attention is required by one of your players. Players should be supervised 

from the time they arrive until the time they are picked up. A coach should be aware of who is 

allowed to pick up a player. 
 

A team meeting prior to the start of the season is a good time to organize a schedule for parents 

to volunteer to be at practice. The team meeting is also a time when you might ask the parents to 

speak with you privately if their child has a medical condition in the event the child has a 

problem and the parents are not present. Always carry a roster with contact phone numbers for 

notification. 
 

Explain to your parents at the younger ages that the parents should walk the player to the field 

and pick them up at the field. Younger players should not be wandering around the parking lot 

trying to find their ride.  Ask parents to remain at the fields during practice or to be present when 

practice is over if they are unable to stay for the practice. 

 

Remember, “Protect Your Kids”.  When you’re the coach, they’re your kids! 
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Additional Information for Coaches 
 

1. All goals must have: 

a. Permanent corner weights      or 

b. One or more sand bags on the goal frame to anchor the goal.   

Please check the goals on the field before each practice or game.  If sand bags are needed, 

please report this to the Director on Duty at the concession stand.  Please keep players 

from climbing on or hanging from the goals! 

 

2. Check the Fields Information Hotline (595-1858) or www.NYSL.com on practice nights 

after 4:00pm and on game days after 7:00am and encourage your parents to call the 

hotline or check the website and/or check the web.  Fields may be closed for reasons such 

as standing water, even if it is not raining on a given day.  The first source of information 

is the hotline. 

 

3. When at the fields, if the red flag is flying or the red light is flashing on top of the 

concession stand, then the fields are closed and players should not be on the fields.  If 

severe weather is detected during a practice or game day, an NYSL official may turn on 

the red light and sound an air horn.  If this occurs, please clear the fields. 

 

4. Uniforms should be available for pick-up at the concession stand the second week of 

practice.  Each player receives a jersey and socks (no shorts).  Either a coach or 

designated parent should sign out uniforms for the entire team and then distribute them to 

players. 

 

5. NYSL provides a treat for each player after each game.  Either the coach or a designated 

parent can pick up the team treats at the concession stand.  The treats should be picked up 

during the week if possible to avoid long lines on game days. 

 

6. Each player will receive an individual picture and team picture.  Order forms will be 

available the week before Picture Day.  Order forms can be used to order additional 

pictures on Picture Day.  Pictures will be available at the concession stand during the last 

week of the season for a coach or designated parent to pick up.

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7. During the last week of the season, coaches must provide a rating for each player on the 

team in order to pick up trophies for players. The evaluation of each player needs to be 

completed with the whole age group of NYSL in mind.  A player may be assigned a 

rating of 1, 2, 3, 4, or 5.  The rating of 3 is an average player in the age group.  A rating 

of 5 is one of the best players in the age group.  You may or may not have a 5-rated 

player on your team.

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Guidelines for Lightning and Severe Weather 
 

1. Lightning 

a) Recognizing the threat 

Apply the 30-30 rule.  When you see lightning, count the time until you hear thunder.  

If this time is less than 30 seconds, seek proper shelter.  If you don’t see lightning, but 

hear thunder, seek proper shelter.  (“If you see it, flee it.  If you hear it, clear it.”)  

Wait at least 30 minutes after hearing thunder before returning to the fields. 

b) Notification 

If an NYSL official detects conditions in which the fields should be cleared, the 

flashing red light on top of the concession stand will be turned on and an air horn will 

be sounded for 5 seconds.  When this occurs, seek proper shelter.  If the conditions 

allow re-opening of the fields, the red light will be turned off and there will be three 

short bursts of the air horn. 

c) Minimizing the risk of being struck 

Referees, coaches, and parents must protect the safety of all participants by stopping 

game or practice activities quickly so participants and spectators can seek proper 

shelter. 

d) Seeking proper shelter 

(1) No place outside is safe near thunderstorms. 

(2) The best shelter is a large, fully enclosed, substantially constructed building. 

(3) A vehicle with a solid metal roof and metal sides is a reasonable second choice. 

(4) If there is no proper shelter readily available, avoid the most dangerous locations, 

including wide open areas (such as soccer fields), tall isolated objects (such as 

trees, poles, or light posts), unprotected open buildings, and metal fences. 

(5) If proper shelter is not available, crouch down on the balls of your feet, with your 

head tucked into your chest and your hands over your ears. 

 

2. Tornado 

Obey local rules and heed warnings.  If the tornado siren sounds, clear the field and seek 

proper shelter immediately. 

 
3. Hail 

Stop the practice or game, clear the field, and seek proper shelter.

 First offense in a season will be handled as a WWAARRNNIINNGG, and will result in a discussion 

regarding the type of behavior that is expected and the type of behavior that is not 

allowed.  

 

 Second instance of misconduct in a season during any NYSL sanctioned event will result 

in a CCAAUUTTIIOONN being issued to the offender by the league with the expectation the 

disrespectful behavior will immediately stop.

OOFFFF. Any coach, parent, or spectator receiving this major violation will be immediately 

asked to leave the vicinity of all games.  Furthermore, league volunteers will be restricted 

from any participation during the following weekend.
